Through Read-to-Feed and the donations that participating children solicited from family 
members, the $829 raised will purchase the following “barnyard menagerie” for families 
in need:  3 sheep, 2 swarms of honeybees, 4 flocks of ducks, geese and chicks, 6 rabbits, 
as well as shares of a pig, cow, llama, goat and water buffalo.
