English III English Research Paper Timeline (CP and AP)
Tuesday, September 4, 2007: Introduction to the research paper:  paragraph by paragraph format, timeline, & supplies and introduction to the research paper/note card format 
Thursday, September 6, 2007: Library research introduction by Mrs. Colpi and preliminary topic selection. 
Friday, September 6, 2007: Library research and preliminary topic selection. A supply check for index cards (two sizes), a note card box or folder, and a large folder for printed articles  will occur. (15 points)
Tuesday, September 11, 2007: Library research. Explanation of citing from Opposing Viewpoints by Mrs. Colpi. All topics (10 points) must be selected by class time on Wednesday.  Topics will be approved on a “first come, first serve” basis.  No changes may be made in topics after this date, except for the most exceptional circumstances.  Make sure that you use your library time well.  “I can’t find anything on my topic” won’t be an excuse after today…so use your time wisely!

 Wednesday, September 12, 2007: Library research.  One source card is due by the end of the bell.
Monday, September 17, 2007: One source card & accompanying note card are due.
Monday, September 24, 2007: Library research. Turn in a one sentence thesis statement. This must be a clear statement of the “stand” you are using for your paper. (20 points). Submit fifteen (15) completed note cards, following class format. Submit two(2) Works Consulted cards (25 points). 
Wednesday, September 26, 2007: Library research: note cards

Thursday, September 27, 2007: Library research: note cards. Submit forty (40) completed note cards. (25 points) 
Friday, September 28, 2007: Library research: Submit three (3) opposition statements. (25 points) 
Monday, October 1, 2007: Turn in a Works Consulted page.  The Works Consulted page should include ALL sources you have consulted to date.  All entries must be in proper MLA format, and in alphabetical order.  A minimum of eight (8) sources should be included.  Each entry should be followed by a two sentence abstract of the article and a one sentence statement of usefulness to your research. (40 points) Mark with an asterisk (*) at least eight (8) sources you hope to cite. You must include at least one (1) internet source and web evaluation. 
Wednesday, October 3, 2007:  Library research/outline conferences. A topic outline of your argumentative paper is due. (20 points) 
Thursday, October 4, 2007: Library research/outline conferences. 
Friday, October 5, 2007: The full sentence outline of your argumentative paper is due. (40 points) 
Friday, October 12, 2007: Body paragraph #1 due (typed)   
Monday, October 22, 2007: Rough draft due (typed) 

Friday, October 25, 2007: The argumentative paper is due at the beginning of your class period.  Your paper must be typed, using correct MLA format. Include Xeroxed copies of all sources used in the writing of the paper.  This portion of the project must be submitted in a two pocket folder with your name and bell clearly printed on the outside cover. The note card box (your name clearly on the outside) must also be submitted (Failure to do so will result in a 40% loss of points on the project.) LATE PAPERS WILL NOT BE ACCEPTED!
