MHS OPAC (Online Catalog) Search

· Go to the MHS Library Homepage.  http://www.mariemontschools.org/hslibrary.

· Click on OPAC (Online Catalog).
· Do a subject search to find information about your author.  Type in “last name, first name.”
List the call number(s), author and title of ALL the books found below.  Note:  Do not record books that the author has written.
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If you do not find enough biographical sources searching the MHS OPAC, go to the PRINT RESOURCES handout (pink).  You may find biographical information on your author in one of these reference books.
If you still don’t find enough, see Mrs. Colpi or Mrs. Monterosso and have them sign off on your packet.

MODULE 1 

MHS OPAC (Online Catalog) Search

· Do an ALL FIELDS search to find criticism about your author or the genre in which your author writes.

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MODULE 2 

Xavier XPLORE Online Catalog Search
Mariemont High School belongs to a group called Southwest Ohio and Neighboring Libraries (SWON) that allows Mariemont students to borrow items from Xavier University Libraries.  In this module, you will search for items at Xavier University Libraries using their XPLORE Online Catalog.

MLA International Bibliography is a subject index for books and articles published on literature and is available to Cincinnati Public Library cardholders. In this module, you will use your Cincinnati Public Library card to access MLA International Bibliography.

Newspaper Reviews

In this module, you will search 2 databases for newspaper reviews written about your book at the time of its publication. Most books of this quality are critiqued in the New York Times and other national papers. However, if your book was published prior to 1850, you may not find articles doing this search.

· Click on Research & Homework, the second section from the left at the top.

· Click on Research Databases.

· Click on Magazine & Newspaper Articles.

· Click on ProQuest Historical Newspapers.

· Enter your Cincinnati Public Library Card Number and Pin (last 4 digits of your phone number).

· Click on Advanced Search.

· Do a search by title (in quotation marks) and author (first name last name). If you get too many unrelated results you can limit the results to articles from the year before your book was published to the year after.
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Look carefully at your results. The article titles won’t necessarily have your author or book title in them. Check to see if the articles are reviews or just advertisements or listings. Print any review of your book. Give the MLA citation below. (Attach additional sheet if necessary.)

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Thomson Gale
Thomson Gale is a publishing company that specializes in reference books and online database products for students.  In this module, you will search for Thomson Gale resources about your book, using a 3-step process.
Part A: Gale Literary Index

Gale Literary Index Online allows you to search for all the Thomson Gale publications that have information about your author and your book.
· Go to Gale Literary Index Online. 
http://www.galenet.com/servlet/LitIndex
· Click on Author Search.

· Enter the name of your author, and click on “Search.”
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· Click on the correct author from the list (go by the birth date if you are unsure which is your author).

· Print this list.  Attach it to the packet when you turn it in.
1. The first section of the list gives the Thomson Gale resources that include an entry on your author.  How many publications contain information about your author?




2. The second section of the list names all the books by your author that Thomson Gale has criticism on. Under each book by your author is a list of Thomson Gale publications with articles about that book. How many Thomson Gale publications contain information about your chosen book? 
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3. Some Thomson Gale publications on your print out are available in an online database and most of them are available to you in print form.  To find the Thomson Gale publications with information on your chosen book, you will search in 3 different places:
