






Instruction and content will be delivered in a block schedule format with each subject/course instruction and 
activities happening twice a week following the schedule below.  Because of the College Board required 
curriculum for Advanced Placement (AP) courses, instruction and activities in these classes may be more frequent, 
and students should plan accordingly.


Students can complete lessons on each day at their own pace and on their own timeline.  There is not a set “bell 
schedule” that students need to follow. However, all instructional activities should be completed by 11:59 p.m. on 
each day. Assignments for all courses will be due each week and should be submitted by Friday at 11:59 p.m. 
unless communicated otherwise by the teacher. You can expect your child to have live video conferencing 
sessions with his/her teacher individually, in a small group, or with their full class throughout the 4th quarter.
